PATIENT NAME: Thakker, Vasant
DATE OF SERVICE: 08/30/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of small amount of blood in the stool on and off for the last four days. She has a headache for the last two to three weeks. She had called us and we had restarted her on amlodipine 5 mg daily for high blood pressure about three days ago and her blood pressure is better now. She complains of constipation.
PLAN: The patient is taking ferrous sulfate and we advised her to reduce it to ferrous sulfate 325 mg every other day as she has constipation. She also has a burning pain in the stomach and we advised her to take pantoprazole 40 mg daily. She does not have any difficulty in swallowing at present. The patient will be referred to Dr. Mrunal Patel for blood in the stool as she did not have this trouble before. The patient states she is going to go to California and she will call us when she returns from California in about 10 days. CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, CRP, rheumatoid factor, and CCP IgG will be done. The patient has been followed by Dr. Bellam and Dr. Bellam is adjusting her dose of Humira.
