PATIENT NAME: Glenn, June
DATE OF SERVICE: 08/30/2022
CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came for primary care.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 83-year-old white female. The patient was being followed at Texas Tech Clinic. She has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and trigeminal neuralgia, and these conditions are stable. We have reviewed her records at Medical Center Hospital and found out that she has trigeminal neuralgia and she has been followed by Dr. Kadir. The patient is on amlodipine and simvastatin and because of her drug interaction, we will discontinue simvastatin and give atorvastatin. Her blood pressure is high and instead of amlodipine, we ordered amlodipine/valsartan.
PAST HISTORY / ILLNESSES: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, trigeminal neuralgia, lumbar disc disease, macular degeneration, and the patient is legally blind.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: Left knee replacement five years ago.

MEDICATIONS: Simvastatin 40 mg daily, amlodipine 5 mg daily, oxcarbazepine 150 mg twice a day as given by Dr. Kadir.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking denies. Alcohol denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandfather has diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: Simvastatin was discontinued and in place of that atorvastatin 40 mg daily was added because of the drug interaction with amlodipine. The patient has overactive bladder and Myrbetriq 25 mg daily for three weeks and after that 50 mg daily for two weeks was given as samples. If she likes it, she will call us and we will order prescription of her Myrbetriq. Amlodipine was discontinued and in place of that amlodipine/valsartan 5/160 mg one tablet daily is ordered as her blood pressure is high today. The patient will be seen again in two months and fasting blood test will be done at that time.
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
