History: Mr. McMurry has:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Chronic venous insufficiency, both lower legs.

He came in today with history of swelling of the right lower leg much more than the left leg and that he feels the swelling of the right lower leg feels different. It feels extremely tight. I made the patient take out his shoes, socks and take off his pants; he was wearing undershorts and examined his legs. He has severe chronic venous insufficiency with much hyperpigmentation in both lower legs. The left leg also is swollen and there is pitting edema. The right leg is swollen and has pitting edema, but obviously there is much more thickening over the right lower leg. He has no problem on dorsiflexion of the foot and there was no tenderness, but DVT is a possibility, hence we have ordered a STAT right leg venous ultrasound. I have told the patient if they are not able to do it STAT he should go to the emergency room to get the venous ultrasound done. He understands that. He denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. His vital signs are as in the chart. His pulse oximetry is pretty good. He is going to be seen in the office in a week.
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
