History: Ms. Wiede has history of severe anal cancer for which she had surgery and radiation. Ms. Wiede complained of bilateral earache and she had bilateral otitis media and she was started on Keflex. She has not gotten anything since 2020. Also, she feels her thyroid is not right and she does not like the generics, but sometimes she has no choice that she has to use the generic thyroid. I have decided to put the patient on Keflex and Cortisporin ear drops in both the ears. I have ordered some lab work; CBC, CMP and lipid and TSH and I will see her in the office in about 10 days to two weeks. She may need an ENT consult if she is not getting better.

Ms. Wiede has squamous cell of carcinoma of the anus that had a clinical staging of stage IIIB, T4N0M0. Her disease was unrespectable and associated with a perineal fistula. Also, she has a previous history in 2004 of endometrial cancer treated with hysterectomy and postop pelvic radiation with brachytherapy boost to the vaginal cuff. She was re-treated with chemotherapy and radiation, with her radiation completed on 09/01/2020. The pelvis received 30.6 Gy with the anal tumor receiving 57.6 Gy. She has had a diverting colostomy, which was subsequently revised when she also had an exam under anesthesia with biopsies. The patient does wear pad for urinary leakage. Her colostomy is functioning well.

She is a smoker.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Type II diabetes mellitus.

4. Endometrial cancer status post hysterectomy and radiation.

5. Status post cholecystectomy.

6. Status post C-section x 2.

7. History of anal cancer with chemotherapy and radiation and diverting colostomy with revision.

It seems like from Dr. Goble’s notes that the patient has no evidence of disease recurrence or progression following the radiation treatments and the surgery and she is being seen by Dr. Goble and Dr. Mark Floyd.
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
