She is a 48-year-old woman with history of end-stage left breast cancer. This 48-year-old woman is being placed on hospice at this time with history of breast cancer. The patient has symptoms of daily pain, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and anemia. She has KPS score of 50% at this time. The patient lives with a caregiver, Ms. Villa Gomez who is with her 24 hours a day. The patient is awake and alert to person and place only at this time. As I mentioned, she has chronic pain and requires pain medications around the clock. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight and, because of her severe weakness, movement about the house has become very difficult. The patient is definitely housebound at this time.

Ms. Pleasant was recently admitted to the hospital in beginning of August 2022 with metastatic triple-negative breast cancer and severe axillary tumor growth and pain. The patient also was having nausea, vomiting, and volume depletion. The patient has been on numerous chemotherapy drugs as well as radiation in the past. Despite aggressive treatment, the patient’s tumor has continued to grow and metastasized to different locations of her body. The patient is a DNR at this time and pain has been unmanageable without involvement of hospice at home. Recent hemoglobin was 6.9, which also leads to her severe weakness. The patient has metastatic disease around her aorta, mesenteries, pancreas, pancreatic head, liver, retroperitoneal area, biliary system and pancreatic duct. The patient also has tremendous increase in soft tissue mass of her cancer, left back and left axilla. The patient recently was diagnosed with left renal vein thrombosis due to metastatic disease, increased abdominal pain due to adenopathy of the abdomen and pelvis. The patient also suffers from pancreatitis, which increases her pain. The tumor has also invaded her left lower lung pleural space, has required chest drainage in the past that has been removed at this time. The patient again has required transfusions in the past, which is no longer go into occur because of advanced breast cancer and subsequent placement on hospice. The patient definitely meets the criteria for hospice and expected to live less than 6 months. Hospice nurse will help the caregiver to control the patient’s pain and help with ADLs. The patient is DNR at this time.
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
