The patient presents with cough, congestion, fever, with green discharge from nose, and exposed to COVID, for the past two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever 99.8, cough, congestion, green drainage from nose for the past six days, and exposed to COVID as above.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Insulin-dependent diabetes and global delay.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: T-tubes both ears.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Insulin, Keppra, and Zofran.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: The patient has insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus, follows at Texas Children’s, with insulin pump and implanted glucose monitor, history of brain stem injury with meconium aspiration at birth.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea present. Unable to visualize pharynx. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuro: Within normal limits other than present illness.

The patient had COVID test performed in the office which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection and viral syndrome.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax. COVID precautions. Follow up as needed.
