The patient is seen with complaints of cough, sore throat and congestion for the past five days.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past History: The patient is eight-month pregnant without problems and followed by OB/GYN.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Protuberant with eight-month gravid uterus, otherwise without tenderness or guarding. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: Recommended COVID test, but the patient refused. She was given a prescription for Z-PAK, to check with OB before taking and also to notify OB results of home COVID test and the patient was recommended to do.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection and third trimester pregnancy.
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
