The patient presents with history of bilateral earache, congestion, sore throat, sneezing, cough, vomiting with cough for the past five days. Home COVID test negative.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion, sore throat with vomiting, gagging with cough for the past five days reported per mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
FAMILY HISTORY: Uneventful.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema to the pharynx. Neck: With 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: 1+ epigastric tenderness without guarding.
The patient had flu and strep tests done in the office which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection, with pharyngitis, with secondary bronchitis and vomiting, without evidence of dehydration.

PLAN: Mother advised to increase fluids. Robitussin-DM over-the-counter. Given prescription for Zofran and Zithromax. Follow up in one or two days if not improving, tolerating diet.
