Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. IMPRESSION: Viral syndrome with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zofran. Clear liquid diet and progress as tolerates. Continue medications given by pediatrician with followup as needed.
