CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Starking was seen regarding dementia, history of hypertension, history of gastritis, etc. She lives in memory care.

HISTORY: Ms. Starking’s dementia is about the same. She has Alzheimer’s of late onset. She has had behavioral disturbance in the past, but that did not seem to a problem while I was seeing her. She also has history of depression. She has essential hypertension, which is currently stable without any antihypertensives. She has had gastritis in the past, but is not bothered by any abdominal pain or nausea. She had no bleeding. She had history of right knee replacement.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: She is not feeling feverish or having chills. Eye: She denies visual complaints. ENT: She denies earache, sore throat or hoarseness. Respiratory: She denies dyspnea, cough, or sputum. Cardiovascular: She denies chest pain or palpitations. GI: She denies abdominal pain, vomiting, or bleeding. GU: She denies dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/78, pulse 76, temperature 97.2, and O2 saturation 97%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: She has had some knee pain especially the left. Mental Status: Orientation to time, she scored 0/5. She could not tell me the date, day, year, month or season. Orientation to place, she could tell me the state, city, county, and floor, but not the place. She was oriented to person.

Assessment/plan:
1. She has hypertension currently controlled with other medications.

2. There is mention of stroke history and she is baseline and she is on aspirin 81 mg daily.

3. She has dementia, which is about baseline, and at this point she is not on cholinesterase inhibitors and may not tolerate this.

4. She has had behaviors, but that is stable at the present time. She is on trazodone for sleep, but not on any other psychotropic medicines.

5. She has had heartburn and gastroesophageal reflux and remains on famotidine 20 mg twice a day. She can take NSAIDs if needed and for osteoarthritis she can take Tylenol 1000 mg every 12h. as needed.
