Ms. Butler was seen regarding concerns about draining hematoma from the right breast and she also has diabetes mellitus, dementia, and osteoarthritis.

HISTORY: Overall, Ms. Butler is doing reasonably well. She is up and about walking and she is able to communicate. She has had breast cancer and recently had breast surgery. She has a recent hematoma drained from the breast. She currently has serous sanguinous drainage from the right breast at the incision, however, does not appear infected. There is no pain there now. She has a dressing in place.

Her surgeon stated that it is going to liquefy and thus to expect low-grade continuous drainage for a while and he will review next week. She has had breast cancer and has been put on anastrozole 1 mg daily. This is for her monotherapy. She otherwise feels okay. Her results have been pretty good. There are no complaints of polyuria or polydipsia from the staff. Her osteoarthritis of the hands is minimal right now. It comes and goes.

PAST HISTORY: Dementia, hearing impairement, osteoarthritis, hypercholesterolemia, breast cancer, osteoarthritis of the hands.

FAMILY HISTORY: The father died at 83 of prostate cancer. Her mother died at 80 and had dementia, heart problems, and diabetes. One brother has hyperlipidemia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: She does not feel feverish or having chills. Eyes: No visual complaints. ENT: No earache, sore throat or hoarseness. Respiratory: No dyspnea or cough. Cardiovascular: No chest pain or palpitations. GI: No abdominal pain, nausea, or vomiting. GU: No dysuria or hematuria. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. She is up and about.  Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/62, temperature 97.3, pulse 78, and O2 96%. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Extraocular movements are intact. Oral mucosa is normal. Ears are normal on inspection. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves are grossly normal. Sensation intact. Breast exam, there is no mass felt, but in the right breast there is serous sanguinous drainage oozing from an incision where she had removal of the hematoma. It is slightly tender there.
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Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Butler had breast cancer and is on Arimidex 1 mg daily. They are leaving away from radiation therapy or other adjuvant therapy.

2. She has draining hematoma, which is moderate.

3. She has diabetes mellitus and we will observe on metformin 500 mg daily. She seems to be tolerating this.

4. She has some degree of dementia. Orientation to time, she did not know the date, year, month or season, but she was completely oriented to place, city, state, county and floor. Her dementia is not extreme. I will monitor for more decline.

5. She has osteoarthritis and I will continue acetaminophen 500 mg one or two every six hours if needed.

6. She has had psychosis and I will continue Risperdal 0.25 mg daily.
