Ms. Diamond was seen regarding a lump on right side of the face and also followup of osteoarthritis, allergies and dementia.

HISTORY: Ms. Diamond is very content. She had a lump on the right side of her face for sometime and had a CT scan and was found to have a stone in parotid duct. She had it removed, but then the lump still persist, but is not growing. She is not likely to want surgery for it unless it gets really severe and painful. It is not tender. There are no signs of infection at the present time.

She has a history of atrial fibrillation and is on Eliquis 2.5 mg daily and heart rate stable with diltiazem ER 180 mg daily. She has osteoarthritis of the hands, but that is not extreme enough and it not too bothersome. She has Tylenol available every six hours as needed. She has dementia, but she can answer some questions and she is doing reasonably well on donepezil 5 mg daily. I am told that she could not tolerate the 10 mg daily, but with the 5 mg daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headaches, chest pain or shortness of breath.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Head & Neck: The lump on the right side of the face which is still firm, believed due to stone and it is believed that there may be multiple stones still in the area of the parotid duct. Oral mucosa is normal. There is no tenderness or mass. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. She has systolic ejection murmur 2/6. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: Trace edema. Mental Status: She was completely oriented to time and place. She could tell me the date, day, year, month and season and she could tell me the place, city, state, county and floor. Affect is normal.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Diamond has lump on the left side of the face likely due to stones in the parotid duct. At this point, we will watch and wait and see if it grows.

2. She has atrial fibrillation and heart rate stable with diltiazem 180 mg daily and I will continue Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day.

3. She has mild dementia and I will continue donepezil 5 mg daily.

4. She has osteoarthritis of the hands and may use Tylenol p.r.n.

5. She has osteoarthritis and I will continue alendronate 70 mg weekly.

6. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
