Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mrs. Teed with advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, and prior bariatric surgery.  Last visit in April.  No hospital admission.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, change in appetite or weight.  No blood or melena.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Denies dyspnea, increase orthopnea, purulent material, hemoptysis, chest pain or syncope.  Review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Demadex, metoprolol, for blood pressure treatment, diabetes cholesterol management.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 118/64.  No respiratory distress.  No rales, wheezes, consolidation or pleural effusion.  Premature beats.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Right-sided above the knee amputation, 1+ edema on the left, poor pulses.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries from August, anemia 11.8.  Normal white blood cell and platelets, creatinine 2.2 which is baseline for a GFR of 21 stage IV.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium, low albumin, normal phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.
2. Congestive heart failure preserved ejection fraction, valves abnormalities.  Continue salt and fluid restriction and diuretics, clinically stable.
3. Chronic respiratory failure, uses oxygen at home.
4. Diabetic nephropathy.
5. Hypertension appears well controlled.
6. Peripheral vascular disease prior left-sided below the knee amputation, no active lesions.
7. Peripheral neuropathy.
8. Blindness on the right eye.
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9. Watchmen procedure, atrial fibrillation, off anticoagulation.
10. Bariatric surgery.
11. Anemia without external bleeding, has not required EPO treatment, hemoglobin above 10.
12. Watch on nutrition.
13. Has not required phosphorus binders, chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next four months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
