CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of weight loss, right knee severe pain, left knee pain, skin irritation of left elbow, and followup after colonoscopy.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he is eating well, but lost weight. He does not feel weak. There is no chest pain or shortness of breath and no nausea or vomiting.
The patient has severe right knee pain and he is not able to bend his knee. The patient was seen by orthopedic physician and he was advised to have knee replacement. The patient is waiting for insurance approval.

The patient also started having pain in the left knee and the pain level in left knee is 4 or 5 and it is completely relieved after resting. There is no new swelling.

The patient stated that he developed rash on the right left elbow and it is pruritic and he has similar problems last year and he used hydrocortisone 2.5% cream with good relief. There is no exposure any infection or allergies.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or severe pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for arthritis of the cervical spine and underwent cervical spine surgery.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and adult children. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient worked in the factory.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination has no tenderness and there is no organomegaly and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.
Right knee examination reveals swelling of the knee joint and passive range of movement is painful upon flexion. Weightbearing is most painful.

Left knee examination reveals no significant tenderness at this time.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Skin examination reveals 3/4 cm area of rash on the left elbow it is pruritic. There is no open wound or redness.
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
