PATIENT NAME: Stewart, Katye

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/31/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of cough with mucoid sputum. She complains of urinary frequency and bladder leakage.

PLAN: Oxybutynin 5 mg twice a day was ordered through mail order pharmacy or overactive bladder. She wanted less expensive medicine therefore oxybutynin was ordered. Azithromycin 500 mg daily was ordered for five days for upper respiratory tract infection. The patient is on Glyxambi 10/5 mg one daily and we gave her samples for one week and she did not want to buy it and therefore we gave her samples of Jardiance 10 mg and Tradjenta 5 mg and she will take one of each Jardiance and Tradjenta when she runs out of Glyxambi. Her blood sugars are acceptable at home.
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
