Thank you for this referral.

Mr. Coronado is a 67-year-old male. He came for followup today for his ongoing anemia.

I repeated the lab work, which showed WBC of 5.1, RBC of 4.12, which is slightly low, hemoglobin 11.4, hematocrit 35.4, RDW 17.3, and platelet 103,000. His LDH was 397, which is high. His B12, iron, and ferritin were normal. Reticulocyte count was normal. Haptoglobin level was normal. However, on peripheral smear, he did have three nucleated RBC.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Essentially unchanged.
IMPRESSION: Anemia normochromic normocytic with premature cells in the peripheral smear and low platelet suggestive of underlying bone marrow disorder. However, since his hemoglobin and platelet count is not significantly low at this point, a close followup might suffice. We will recheck it in three months. If it continues to be similar then at that point, we may have to done bone marrow aspiration and biopsy to rule in or rule out bone marrow disorder such as myeloproliferative disorder or myelodysplastic syndrome.
