CC: Transition to imminent status.
HPI: A 79-year-old with end-stage Alzheimer’s disease followed by Suncrest Hospice, seen in room today. She is lying quietly and head turned towards the wall with a wet cloth and she is breathing quietly, did not move during the exam it is notable the weight loss that she has had as evidenced by decreased muscle mass. The patient received personal care with hospice aide, so she was bathed and family has been made aware of her transition.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, end-stage imminent status, legal blindness, DM-2, and hypothyroid.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

MEDICATIONS: Comfort measures only, Roxanol 20 mg/mL 0.25 mL (5 mg q.4h routine), Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL 0.5 mL, which is 1 mg a.m. and h.s. routine.

DIET: Puréed with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Suncrest.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female lying quietly and sleeping soundly.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 90, respirations 21, unable to check sat, and temperature 96.4.

CARDIAC: By auscultation, she was 100 without MRG appreciated.

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. Hypoactive bowel sounds. No masses, tenderness or distention.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields clear.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized sarcopenia and did not move limbs. No LEE.

SKIN: She has early modeling bilateral toes and heels otherwise skin is WNL.

NEURO: No response during exam.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Alzheimer’s disease end-stage imminent status. Suncrest hospice is sending a nurse to see her today. She needs to be on daily visits and they are in agreement. I reviewed the comfort meds with them as well as the facility nurse and any changes they can contact me.
