CC: A 60 day note.
HPI: An 80-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease, has a female resident who he spends time with. He seems to be happy and is compliant with care. The patient remains ambulatory when I spoke with him as his baseline he is quiet, but makes eye contact. He is HOH, will answer questions that he can hear. Staff report that he is pleasant, but tends to keep to himself other than the female resident he focuses on. He has had no falls or other acute medical events in this.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease stable, BPSD managed, Afib on Eliquis, HTN, HLD, and BPH.

MEDICATIONS: Klonopin 0.5 mg two tabs h.s., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., metoprolol 50 mg q.d., Benicar HCT 40 – 12.5 mg q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Zocor 10 mg h.s., and Flomax h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Healthy heart.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient groomed, alert and walking around in unit.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/80, pulse 64, temperature 97, respirations 20, and O2 sat 95%.
NEURO: Orientation x1. He remains verbals. Speaks just a few words at a time. He is HOH and has difficulty voicing his needs, and tends to be quiet and keep to self.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently is slow and steady. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: A 60 day note patient is stable cooperative with care. No falls or other medical events. He does have a friend here on the unit that he spends time with and he seems to have settled in nicely.
