CC: Hospitalization followup.
HPI: An 88-year-old sent to SSM ER on 08/18/2022 and admitted with diagnosis of bacteremia due to E. coli. The patient returned to facility on 08/23/2/22 and staff reports that he has been compliant with directions given and has eaten fairly good. When I spoke to the patient, he stated that he is sleeping at night and feels good when he wakes up. He denied any pain when asked and no pain with urination. He has returned with Keflex.

DIAGNOSES: E. coli bacteremia, continue ABX, vascular dementia advanced, DM II, OA bilateral knees, peripheral neuropathy, ankylosing spondylitis, macular degeneration and COPD.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
MEDICATIONS: BuSpar 15 mg q.d., Celebrex q.d., docusate q.d., Haldol 0.2 mg q.a.m. and 1 mg at 5 PM, Eye-Vite q.d., metformin 500 mg q.d., Lyrica 150 mg h.s., Seroquel 50 mg h.s., repaglinide 2 mg t.i.d. AC, Flomax q.d., torsemide 100 mg MWF, and trazodone 50 mg h.s.
DIET: Regular NCS.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/54, pulse 87, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 90% RA, and weight 203.8 pounds, weight loss of 8.4 pounds in 30 days.
HEENT: He had a blank expression on his face. Corrective lenses in place. Conjunctivae clear slightly dry. Oral mucosal.

NECK: Supple.

RESPIRATORY: He had a fair effort, but decreased bibasilar breath sounds. Lung fields clear. Otherwise with symmetric excursion. No cough.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm with a soft SCM throughout precordium.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: The patient was observed walking from the dining room with his walker. He was steady and upright, but slow and his extremities he has no edema in fact the skin is wrinkled, but he moves limbs in a normal range of motion.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Post E. coli bacteremia. Keflex 500 mg t.i.d. x10 days will be completed on 09/02/2022.

2. Code status. The patient is now DNR after discussion with POA daughter Karen Wilson.
