CC: COVID positive.
HPI: An 80-year-old who with some other residents has recently tested COVID positive. She was taken to a nail salon by her family recently and then few days prior taken out to go shopping. None of them have tested COVID positive as of yet. The patient symptoms are runny nose, but otherwise appears at baseline.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, advance Parkinson’s disease, pain management, and osteoporosis.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Sinemet 25/100 mg q.i.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., Paxil 10 mg h.s., MiraLax q.d. and Refresh tear OU b.i.d.
DIET: Mechanical soft with chopped ground meat and boost q.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/59, pulse 63, temperature 97.1, respirations 16, O2 sat 97%, and weight 116.4 pounds.
HEENT: Runny nose. Clear drainage. Conjunctivae mildly injected.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She is verbal, generally has a blank or confused expression on her face.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with the walker at times will just ambulate independently and no recent fall today trying to get away from another resident.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HEENT. She has got an abrasion on her forehead that has been cleaned and left to air dry.

2. COVID positive, azithromycin take as directed and should she have any other symptoms, I can be contacted.
