CC: Delusions.
HPI: An 89-year-old with advanced vascular dementia, has recently identified different staff members as family members in particular Ms. Perdue as her mother and she has been going after her over the past couple of days. Today resulted in a fall for the patient misidentified. There is no convincing the patient otherwise and son states this happened at home for she identified her sons as different people. She is pleasant otherwise.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced vascular dementia, HTN, CHF, osteoporosis, gait instability in wheelchair, and now delusions.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 08/10/2022 note.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/10/2022 note.
DIET: Mechanical soft with ground meat.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/69, pulse 71, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, O2 sat 95%, and weight 136.4 pounds.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Delusions. Haldol 0.5 mg at 5 PM. We will see how that does for her if we need to do it earlier in the day we will adjust then.
2. BMP review. BUN creatinine ratio 22 indicating the patient needs to increase fluid intake. Asked the staff to stress water intake and glucose is 139. Lab drawn postprandial so not surprised. We will just monitor.
