CC: COVID positive, increased anxiety, and repetition of the nonspecific verbalizations.
HPI: An 80-year-old who recently returned to the facility after a fall resulting in a right hip fracture for which she underwent ORIF. She is now in a room. She shares with her husband both are COVID positive. She does not seem to have any specific symptoms. Staff report that she has started calling out numbers in random orders and then just repeating them perseverating. She will stop when they tell her and then it starts up again. When it is pointed out, she does not know why she is doing it. She denies any pain hip related and uses a walker, but also is transported when she was being transported in a wheelchair.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease moderate stage, left hip post ORIF and mild hemiplegia to her left dominant side post CVA, seizure disorder, HLD, osteoporosis, depression, and dysphagia.
ALLERGIES: PCN.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from most previous note.
DIET: Mechanical soft NAS thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/74, pulse 62, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 97%, and weight 164 pounds.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Repetitive random verbalizations. Zoloft 50 mg q.d. We will follow up in a couple of weeks adjusting dose if needed.
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
