CC: Continuation of excessive aggression.
HPI: A 91-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease and major neurocognitive disorder with BPSD. The patient returned on 08/02/2022 from Autumn Leaves Edmond and medications were inadequate that she returned on 0.25 mg of risperidone at bedtime. Since then, she has beaten on staff, pulled the hair and run over the feet of residents. She is loud, will yell, directs her wheelchair at people that she wants to run into them, cannot be redirected. She has her periods where she is interactive and looks about nonchalantly, but her mood can turn abruptly and does so to an aggressive manner. Two days ago, the patient approached some of the most vulnerable of the patients on the unit, pulled one female patient’s hair from the back of her head to the point that there was bleeding and some hair missing and staff was not able to get hold of her in time. She also then hit that same patient on the back as they were pulling her away. The patient today approached the wife who visits her husband daily and threatened her that if she would not get out of the way, she was going to knock her down. This was told to me directly by the family member and this is not the first time that the patient has threatened her. The patient also attacked a female staff member two days ago the same day that she was on a rant and pulled someone’s hair. The patient is in the day room with other residents after having had a nap. She is looking around, stated that she had got no cake and ice cream as the residents were celebrating another resident’s birthday; however, her finished plate of cake and ice cream is sitting in front of her and when told that she had already eaten hers she cussed at the staff person. She was then given later more cake by some visiting person. With visitors around, she tends to conduct herself a bit different if she is not familiar with them. So, after review of her behaviors this past week, it is clear that something needs further to be done as this patient manages to hold the rest of the residents and staff members hostage with her physically aggressive behavior. Depakote q.a.m. is increased from 250 mg to 500 mg and we will observe for benefit as well as any side effects adjusting dose as needed.
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
