CC: UA followup.

HPI: A 92-year-old seen in room. UA done secondary to fatigue and increased confusion; it was requested by the patient as she did not feel like herself. Today, when seen in room, reviewed it with her and she was not surprised that it was positive stating that she just felt concerned that she did not feel like herself. When I told her what it was and I reviewed what it would respond to, she told me that she had some antibiotics left over from a dental appointment. I asked when it had been filled and she stated less than a year ago; could not tell me what it was, but she did get it out of her log box and it was Keflex that was filled on 06/22/2022. The E. coli responds to a couple of different cephalosporins, so I told her that we could use Keflex and she was pleased with that. No other complaints.

DIAGNOSES: Cardiac arrhythmia with pacemaker, Afib, GERD, CHF, HTN and gait instability; uses walker.

MEDICATIONS: Docusate q.d, Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d, FeSO4 q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d. Imdur 30 mg q.o.d., levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d., lutein 20 mg q.d., Ocuvite q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., spironolactone 25 mg q.d., Systane gel OU b.i.d, turmeric 500 mg b.i.d, D3 2000 IU q.d., vitamin C 1000 mg q.d., and zinc 220 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: REGLAN and COUMADIN.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/57, pulse 79, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and weight 116 pounds stable.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength, is able to self-transfer and propel her manual wheelchair. Trace ankle edema Otherwise unremarkable.
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NEUROLOGIC: Oriented x 2, can reference for date and time making it 3. Speech clear, communicates needs and understands given information.

SKIN: Thin, dry and intact. No breakdown or bruising.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Citrobacter freundii UTI. Keflex 500 mg 8 a.m., 2 p.m. and 8 p.m. x 4 days. The patient has antibiotic adequate supply in room and will self-administer.
