CC: Update on the patient’s status and spoke with the patient’s daughter Marti Callaghan.

HPI: A 96-year-old currently at Norman Regional Hospital will be discontinued to Medical Park West for skilled care. Prior to admission to hospital, the patient had COVID here in the facility, had a generalized weakness, emesis and diarrhea and hospital admission was found to be hyponatremic and had a consult with her cardiologist Dr. Anwar who follows her pacemaker which was due for battery replacement. The patient’s daughter states that there were lot of issues going into play that her illness was acute and that the family had to come to some terms with understanding that she is 96 years old and her ability to bounce back may be limited, but hopefully skilled care will provide the therapy she needs as she is now not able to ambulate and she was ambulatory previously. Family has spoken with facility nurse Don Vicki that given her overall status will determine whether she is appropriate to return to AL or whether a nursing home would best suit her needs.
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
