CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 93-year-old with DM-II and HTN, is seen today for lab review. He is sitting comfortably in his room. He is pleasant and cooperative. He is very HOH so lot of almost yelling at him for communication. He has had no falls or other acute medical event since seen last. He comes out for meals. He tends to stay in his room rather than going to activities given his hearing deficits. He asked for help when needed, but he is fairly independent in his ADLs.
MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg q.d., asa 81 mg q.d., and gemfibrozil 600 mg b.i.d. No longer on glipizide secondary to hypoglycemia. Today’s A1c is first checked, off medication three months.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular thin liquid.

DIAGNOSES: HTN, HLD and history DM-II.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Thin older male pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/78, pulse 80, temperature 98.4, respirations 14.

HEENT: Male pattern baldness, wears corrective lenses.

NECK: Supple.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R, or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has good muscle mass and motor strength. He ambulates in room with a cane. Outside of room, he has a walker. It is the tall one that he rests his arms on.

ABDOMEN: Bowel sounds present. No distention, tenderness or masses.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. Speech clear. Affect congruent with what he is saying and able to make needs known.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: History of DM-II, now off glipizide three months. A1c is 6.1, in target range for his age. No intervention required.
