


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: A 60-day note.

HPI: A 79-year-old resting comfortably in room when seen. UA done on 08/03/22 secondary to family concern that she was confused. It returned unremarkable and not reflex for culture. On 09/02/22, the patient fell in the dining room landing on her buttocks. No acute injury. No residual pain. On 08/02/22, it was also noted that the patient began passing bright red blood from her vagina and in her urine. Source of blood was unclear and it did happen after the fall in the dining room. Her vital signs were stable. The blood cleared up on its own and has not recurred since. She is on Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. which was a contributing factor.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with BPSD which have been managed, depression improved, seasonal allergies, GERD, OA, osteoporosis, seizure history and history of lower extremity DVT with PE – on Eliquis.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 1 g q.d., Norvasc 5 mg q.d., asa 81 mg q.d., Os-Cal q.d., daily fiber q.d., divalproex 125 mg q.12h., Eliquis 5 mg q.12h., Prozac 20 mg b.i.d., Claritin 10 mg q.d., Namenda 10 mg b.i.d., Remeron 30 mg h.s., Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d., nitrofurantoin 50 mg q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., Seroquel 25 mg q.d. and 50 h.s., and D2 50,000 units q. Monday.

ALLERGIES: SULFA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably. She was awake, in no distress.
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VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/78, pulse 77, temperature 97.9, respirations 10, and O2 sat 93%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She uses walker in room, a wheelchair for transport outside of room. No lower extremity edema. Decreased generalized muscle mass noted primarily in legs.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. She can reference for date and time, but short-term memory deficit. Speech is clear. She voices her needs.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: General care stable and the episode of blood from the GU area unspecified whether it was skin, urethra or vaginal vault that was the source. Again, she is on anticoagulant and had had a fall landing on her bottom that morning.
