The patient presents with history of congestion, cough and sore throat for the past few days. Also, complains of rash on the left arm.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever, cough, congestion, and temperatures of 99 and sore throat for the past five days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and AMOXICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Recurrent welts on arms and legs, treated with Benadryl. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear except scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Skin rash present, left upper arm and forearm, urticarial type appearance.
The patient had flu and strep which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Urticaria, upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescriptions for Zithromax, over-the-counter dextromethorphan and Benadryl. Told to expect clearing of rash and follow up as needed.
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
