PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.0. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had COVID test which was negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection and viral syndrome.
PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax. Follow up as needed.
