PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient states she has a skin rash for the past two days. Onset post to cleaning house. She states it comes and goes.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noted urticarial type eruption of her lower extremities, anterior thighs. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Probable urticarial rash.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for prednisolone and dexa 10 mg IM. To avoid excessive exposure to sun or dust. Follow up as needed.
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
