Plan:
1. For her postsurgical hypothyroidism, she had total thyroidectomy in 2011. She is currently on levothyroxine 150 mcg daily and her TSH is elevated at 5.08. My recommendation is to increase her levothyroxine to 175 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel in 6 to 8 weeks.

2. For her thyroid goiter, we will order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. Notably, the patient has a palpable left lateral tracheal knot. This appears to be a soft tissue abnormality and this will be evaluated by the thyroid ultrasound/neck soft tissue ultrasound.

4. We will also refer the patient for cardiology referral. The patient has been experiencing intermittent palpitations and some dyspnea on exertion. The patient is in the army and does a lot of physical training and she needs a cardiology evaluation. All of these symptoms started happening after her COVID vaccine the first two injections.

5. I will also check TPO antibodies to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

6. Followup in 6 to 8 weeks.
