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Echocardiographic Report

Final Interpretation:

1. Mild left ventricular dilatation.
2. Mild left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction 50%.
3. Normal left ventricular diastolic function.
4. The proximal one-third of the inferior wall is akinetic and somewhat aneurismal.
5. Mild left atrial enlargement.
6. Mild tricuspid valve prolapse.
7. Mild aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area 1.65 cm2. Mean gradient across the aortic valve is 9 mm. The dimension less index is 0.52.
8. Mild to moderate aortic regurgitation.
9. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure is 38 mmHg.
Please note approximately three to four years ago the patient had an aorta surgery where proximally aortic conduit was implanted and repair of the aortic valve was done for significant aortic regurgitation.
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
