PATIENT NAME: Ceballos, Aureliano

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/31/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had uncontrolled hypertension with blood pressure going up to 200 systolic and he was seen at emergency room at Carlsbad and El Paso last Thursday and last Sunday. The patient was started on metoprolol tartrate 25 mg twice a day. However, his blood pressure is still high at home. Blood pressure is 140/87 here.

PLAN: We reviewed his medicine. Amlodipine will be increased to amlodipine 5 mg, one tablet twice a day or he can take one tablet per day alternate with two tablet per day because he has a history of swelling legs with amlodipine 10 mg daily. Initially, he will try amlodipine 5 mg one tablet per day alternate with two tablets per day. The patient will go to metoprolol succinate 50 mg daily after he runs out of metoprolol tartrate 25 mg twice a day. He complains of indigestion and he has a history of peptic ulcer disease. Pantoprazole 40 mg daily was started. The patient will be referred to Permian Gastroenterology for upper endoscopy and colonoscopy. He could not go for screening colonoscopy last time as appointment time was not convenient to him. He will continue losartan/HCTZ 100/12.5 mg daily and atorvastatin. He will be seen again as per previous appointment.
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
