HISTORY: This is a 67-year-old gentleman here for a followup.

The patient has a history of AFib, hypercholesterolemia, hypothyroidism, hypertension, and stroke, is currently on Jantoven at 2.5 mg, here for followup for primarily his AFib and refill of his Jantoven. He stated that since his last visit he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states he has no complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 149/88.
Pulse 77.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds. No rebound. No peritoneal signs.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Stroke on 04/20/2022, doing fine, no significant residual weakness.
2. Hypertension, mildly elevated today. He has medication. He states he will take his medication when he gets home.
3. Hypothyroidism, appears stable. He reports no symptoms of hypothyroidism.
4. AFib. Refill Jantoven 2.5 mg and we will PT, PTT and INR on his next visit.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
