History: Ms. Hanna was seen for several things today. Ms. Hanna had a physical today. Her medical problem only is long-standing hypertension. She is a nonsmoker. She barely comes to see me once a year. She had wanted refill of her lisinopril. She was taking aspirin 81 mg and I advised her about that aspirin is not of benefit in primary prevention of cardiovascular disease and that if she wants to take it, she can take once a week or twice a week, but not to take it every day because of increased risks of GI bleeding. Her med list refilled. The patient has not had labs done in a while, so a lab slip is ordered in addition to physical. The patient states she has had all the immunizations at Kelsey-Seybold Clinic when she was in Houston. She thinks she has had pneumonia vaccine and shingles vaccine. She was given a Fluad flu shot today. Also, we discussed at length advance care planning. A 20-page advance care planning of what needs to be done discussed and the patient was given that. The patient also filled out forms of PHQ-9, alcohol questionnaire, and daily functioning. The patient in January 2022 had a right eye cataract surgery and she is due for another cataract surgery in about two weeks. The patient is given a slip for mammogram and a bone density. The patient has had colonoscopy many years ago, so she is going to get a Cologuard test and advised the patient that she will get the kit just at home. The patient has problem with obesity, so the blood work we have ordered also includes CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH and also A1c. All the forms she filled out were reviewed. The patient was given mammogram and bone density request also and her medicines were refilled. So, there was additional visit that was charged as I am doing a lab on her. Also, done advance care planning at length. The patient states she is in the process of talking with her attorney about her advance care planning, but does not have it yet. So, I have given her all the information. She will be seen in the office in a month.
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
