History: Mr. Hawthorne came back after about one and half years. Mr. Hawthorne was under my care for hypertension, obesity, cirrhosis of liver and we encouraged him to get liver transplant. He got the liver transplant done. He also has history of some psoriasis and psoriatic arthritis. He is now on tacrolimus orally. He is on much lesser medicines than before. He has lost significant amount of weight and he is not even taking a blood pressure medicine, but the patient states he still feels weak and tired and fatigued and not able to return to work. The patient has a Blue Cross HMO and, as of 09/01/2022, he has changed it to our name, he though lives in Huntsville, Texas, but in Huntsville, nobody was ready to do any paperwork for him.
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
