Dear Dr. Feintisch:

Thank you for referring Mr. Jason Berry for infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, this is a 47-year-old male with history of basal cell carcinoma to the right ear. The patient had excision followed by right ear reconstruction with cartilage graft and postauricular flap on 05/18/2022. Subsequently, underwent right ear debridement and closure on 06/16/2022. The patient has been complaining of painful swelling, drainage and poor healing. He was treated with oral antibiotic therapy after multiple cultures were obtained.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:  Adult-onset Still’s disease, hypertension, and gallstones.

ALLERGIES: COMPAZINE.
MEDICATIONS: Include Lexapro 20 mg p.o. daily, hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg p.o. daily, and bupropion 8 mg daily.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for high blood pressure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Positive for cigarette smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished and well-developed, alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98, BP 130/70, pulse 76, and respiratory rate 18.
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HEENT: Head: Normocephalic and atraumatic. Eyes: Normal. Pupils equal, round and reactive. Ears: Right ear helix with wedge resection. Small area of drainage. Tenderness over the mastoid area with granulation tissue inflammation. Internal otic exam within normal limits. Hearing well preserved. Cranial nerves within normal limits.

NECK: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No tracheal deviation. No masses.

CHEST: Symmetrical.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No masses.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Previous cultures were positive for Citrobacter, Achromobacter, staph-coagulase negative with a Gram stain showing 3+ white blood cells and 2+ gram-negative rods.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 47-year-old male with nonhealing wound right ear status post excision basal cell carcinoma with reconstruction. The patient was appropriately treated with ciprofloxacin in the past; however, he states that after 10-day course symptoms recurred. Possibility of chronic infection in this area is considered and a CAT scan without contrast will be ordered. Oral antibiotics will be started including ciprofloxacin and doxycycline. The patient has been instructed to continue therapy for at least four to six weeks and will be seen in followup. He has been instructed to continue wound care and the patient will follow up in approximately three weeks. The patient has been instructed to call if any questions or new symptoms.

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of this patient.
