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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  In Iraq in 2004, the patient was in combat situations.  The patient tells me that there was a mortar explosion near him.  It was a loud blast explosion.  It was very near him.  The shockwave caused him to fall down and hit the head.  The patient hit the head and he was out of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for few seconds.  He woke up he was confused disoriented.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient does not remember for rest of the day.  The second episode was also in Iraq in 2004.  The patient was sitting in a military truck.  There was a rollover accident with military truck.  The patient tells me that he was inside of Torret position.  The patient hit the head against the metal parts.  The patient tells me that he immediately loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about one to two minutes.  He woke up confused and disoriented.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient has severe headaches.
Since the incidents, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient almost has headaches every single day.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  He is becoming very irritable.  He gets confusing and disoriented very easily.

The patient is working for security job.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty with his job because of the light sensitivity and headaches.  It is affecting his judgment.  It is affecting his focus.  The patient is very irritable in his job.  The patient has difficulty to commute and driving because of the headaches.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient has two head injuries, in Iraq in 2004.  First one was a blast injury, motor explosion that happened very near him.  The shockwave caused him to fell to the ground and had loss of consciousness.  He hit his head.  The patient was out of consciousness for few seconds.  He woke up he was confused and disoriented and confused.  The patient did not remember what happened to rest of the day.  The second episode was also in Iraq in 2004, the patient was in military truck.  The patient had a rollover accident.  The patient hit his head in the side of Torret position.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient lost consciousness about one to two minutes.  The patient was confused disoriented when he woke up.

The loss of consciousness, head injury, confusion disorientation afterwards all are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury. The headaches, light sensitivity, memory loss, confusion all very common symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
