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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2006, the patient was in a submarine.  The patient tells me that that he was climbing up ladders.  Suddenly the person above him dropped a pipe wrench.  The pipe wrench was a metal object that fell and landed on his head and face.  It fell about 20 foot and hit his head and face.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient had loss of consciousness of 6 to 7 minutes. The patient woke up on the ground.  When he woke up, the patient was confused disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient did not remember what happened for the rest of the day.  The patient feels nauseous.  The patient was evaluated by the medical staff.  The patient was told that he had a concussion.
Since the incidence, the patient has severe headache almost every day.  The ringing in the ears bilaterally is constant.  The patient is dizzy.  The patient feels vertigo all the time.  The patient has low energy.  The patient has concentration difficulties.  The patient has memory difficulties.  The patient has anxiety, irritability, misunderstanding social cues.  The patient has frequent fight.  The patient gets tired very easily.  The patient feels depressed.  The patient has been seen doctors.  The patient has given the gabapentin, Imitrex and therapy.

The patient is currently working for a nonprofit organization.  The patient is calling donor and emailing donors a lot.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting his job.  Mostly his cognitive deficit, memory loss, headaches, dizziness and ringing in the ears are affecting his concentration at work.  The patient also tells me that he was previously fired because of these symptoms. His memory is very poor.  The patient gets very groggy and sleepy sometimes.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  In 2006, he was in a submarine.  The patient was climbing up ladder.  Suddenly the person above him dropped a pipe wrench, with drop l about 20-foot and landed on the patient’s face and head.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness for about 6 to 7 minutes.  The patient woke up with confusion and disorientation.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient did not remember anything for the rest of the day.  Since then the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has ringing in the ears bilaterally.  The patient has dizziness and vertigo.  The patient also has severe headaches almost on an everyday basis.  The patient becomes very irritable.  The head injury, loss of consciousness, confused disoriented groggy, not remember what happened for the rest of the day, these all common symptoms for a traumatic brain injury.  The patient is also still having symptoms including headaches, ringing in the ears, tinnitus, vertigo symptoms, dizziness, lightheadedness, concentration difficulties, these are still traumatic brain injury symptoms.
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
