MARTINEZ, JESUS

Mr. Martinez is a 54-year-old gentleman with significant colon cancer, postop, earlier in 2014, which showed moderately differentiated 5 x 4 cm T3N1cM0 with 1/20 nodes that were positive. The patient was subsequently started on chemotherapy; he has had numerous chemotherapy infusions and his disease was controlled till on or about last year when his chemotherapy was denied because of insurance reasons. At that time, the patient had a PET scan done which showed colon cancer with metastatic disease, which the patient subsequently was started on radiation for bone metastasis and more aggressive chemotherapeutic regimen. The patient tolerated most regimens well till about the July of this year when he came in for followup while on Keytruda. The patient noted to have severe weakness, weight loss, loss of appetite and very low B12 and a testosterone of 0. Also, the patient was in severe pain with post zoster neuropathy. The patient noted to be confused. The MRI in August showed further deterioration and metastatic disease to the brain. So, now, the patient has brain, bone and liver metastases along with mesenteries and adenopathy associated with ascites with weight loss, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence and severe pain and severe muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is no longer a candidate for chemo/radiation therapy. The family and the patient understand this and the patient has been placed on hospice for pain control and end-of-life care. The patient meets the criteria for hospice care as well.
