Mrs. Walker is a 62-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her recent diagnosis of a possible thyroid nodule, which was an incidental finding on a CT scan of her chest. She has a history of GERD, dyspnea, which is apparently possibly related to lung COVID, pneumonia, asthma, adrenal adenoma that has been relatively stable in size for several years and nephrolithiasis. The patient moved to Sebring about a year ago. She had COVID about a year ago in August 2021. The patient will be having a thyroid ultrasound in September around 16th and she has a cardiology appointment tomorrow. The patient reports fatigue and shortness of breath as well as dyspnea on exertion.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of her thyroid gland, she is scheduled for a thyroid ultrasound on September 16th and this will delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules. There was an incidental finding on a CT scan of the chest with possible thyroid nodularity and we will determine this further during her followup visit.

2. The patient also has an adrenal gland adenoma that is nonfunctioning, which has been there for several years and has not obtained in size. This is located on the left side measuring 2.5 x 2.0 cm.

3. The patient is scheduled for a cardiology appointment tomorrow to evaluate her dyspnea on exertion.

4. She is also scheduled for pulmonary function test next week. I have prescribed Symbicort two puffs twice a day. When I auscultated her lungs, the right lower lung has less ventilation than left. Her CT scan of the chest did not show any acute abnormalities that I can tell at this time.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
