She has asked me to help to have an increased dose of her allowance on the State of Michigan Food Assistance program. She states that she should not be relying on free passes on healthy foods. She is on dialysis and has concerns about her potassium, phosphorus and sodium. The potassium is on the upper side of normal at 4.5 and her phosphorus is 5, which is in the upper part of normal. She does not believe that she can sustain herself at $20 a month.
