HISTORY: This is a 64-year-old gentleman here for a followup. The patient was recently seen for some discomfort in his testicles and distention in his abdomen. It was recommended he have a testicle ultrasound and a CT scan at that time. He did not have this procedure done. However, he was discharged with doxycycline and Naprosyn and stated that this medication worked well for his testicles. Today, he states he has no testicle pain, but he is here to have the CT scan done.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 128/73.

Pulse 66.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.
ABDOMEN: Mildly distended.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. BPH.
2. Elevated PSA 9.5.

The patient was given a prescription for Flomax, which he stated he did not fill and did not take. He was strongly advised to fill that prescription because of his elevated PSA and enlarged prostate.
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CT scan was done and read by the radiologist. CT scan was read as follows: “No acute findings in the abdomen or pelvis. The thick-walled bladder likely due to a component of bladder outlet obstruction and prostatomegaly. He has a small hydrocele.” The patient was made aware of these findings and strongly advised to continue Flomax. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
