PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 147/74.
Pulse 61.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding.

SKIN: No erythema. No edema. No macules. No papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. Mild discomfort with range of motion in his large joints namely knee and hip.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Rheumatoid arthritis.

2. Visit for medication administration.
The patient brought in his own medication namely Rheumesser 3 mL. This medication was drawn up in a 5 mL syringe and administered to the patient in his right gluteus maximus. He was observed in the clinic for additional 20 minutes after which he was reevaluated, he reports no side effects from the medication. He was strongly advised to follow up with his primary care provider for subsequent injection. He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
