HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 37-year-old female patient here with complaints of her left foot. There is swelling by her second toe. Apparently, she had surgery on that and there was a complication with it. She has been managed by her surgeon. He has her on an antibiotic at the house as well. We are going to give her an additional booster of Rocephin 1 g and then have her see her surgeon for followup to make sure that there is a good outcome on that and that toe does look mildly infected, I have asked her to follow up with her surgeon.

There are no other issues brought forth for today’s encounter. She is only complaining about the followup with that toe second to the next on that left foot.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroid, hypertension, hyperlipid, obesity, asthma, and bipolar disorder.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section, gastric sleeve as well as surgery to that left second toe.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She has improved by way of smoking; she is down to one-fourth of pack a day. She denies any drug use or social drinking as well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and obese.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 100. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 97%.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Obese, soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of the left foot, in particular, the left second toe, it is wrapped. We have removed the wrappings and it is mildly erythematous. It does look as though it is oozing.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient will follow back up with her primary doctor; assuming that for this case, it is the surgeon. In any case, we are going to refer her back to her surgeon for followup and continued antibiotic therapy.
2. Rocephin 1 g will be given. She continues on oral antibiotic medications at her home given by that physician and she will follow back up with him on Monday as well.
