PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/82, pulse 81, respiratory 20, height 58” and weight 168.2 pounds.

HEENT: Normal.

Respiratory: Chest reveals a midline scar. Pacemaker scar present.

Cardiovascular: Irregularly irregular rate and rhythm with normal S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Benign.

Psychiatric: He is oriented to place and person only.

The ECG demonstrates atrial fibrillation at a rate of *__________* changes noted. Echocardiogram reveals normal left ventricular function with ejection fraction 25%. Mild *__________*. The left atrium is severely dilated by margins. Right atrium is moderately enlarged. There is moderate aortic regurgitation with a mean gradient of 31 mmHg.

The mitral valve reveals pacemaker placement. There is mild mitral valve calcification present. There is mild-to-moderate tricuspid regurgitation. There is severe pulmonary hypertension. Estimated threshold is 61 mmHg.
IMPRESSION: This 74-year-old referred for cardiac evaluation. He is found to have *__________* additional problems include moderate aortic stenosis, mild pulmonary stenosis, mild atrial enlargement and mild to-moderate tricuspid regurgitation.
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
