CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of mild heartburn and prominent varicose veins.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter for interpretation and she stated that the patient has heartburn for the past few days. She had no nausea or vomiting. The stools did not change any color to black.

The patient also has varicose veins and it has been there for a long time. The patient does not have any calf swelling. At this time, she is advised to start using compression stockings.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is minimal epigastric tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Varicose veins, more on the right than the left. There is no calf tenderness or swelling. 

SKIN: She has no changes in the skin or ulcerations. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
