CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop exam for cataract surgery.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient complained of blurry vision for several months and she was seen by ophthalmologist and the patient is scheduled for cataract surgery. The patient denied any cough, fever, chills, or exposure to any infections.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 2.5 mg two tablets in the morning and one in the evening.
The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet as per her cardiologist.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on bisoprolol 10 mg one tablet twice a day and losartan 50 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and she is on NovoLog Mix 70/30, 40 units subcutaneously daily and Janumet 50/1000 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet. All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.

ALLERGIES: None.
The patient has a history of coronary bypass surgery in 2011.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and she has adult married children. The patient currently does not work. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Her exercise is mostly biking.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals blurry vision otherwise unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact without any focal deficit.

Musculoskeletal examination is within normal limits.
