CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of irritation of the scalp.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has scalp dermatitis and he uses the medicated shampoo and external lotion; however, he ran out of the external solution. The patient started itching for past five to six days. There was no bleeding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or change in the bowel habits or stool color.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Scalp examination reveals dermatitis of the scalp especially the small area in the lower part of the head without any discharge or bleeding.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

Examination of the scalp reveals small area of redness without any discharge or bleeding.
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
