CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain, pain in both the legs upon exertion, followup for scalp laceration and iron deficiency.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has same pain in the low back and it is significantly painful in the morning hours when he gets up the bed and the pain level at that time is 9 or 10 and since the patient is taking baclofen the pain is slightly better and the patient is scheduled for MRI of the low back in next three days.
The patient also had pain in both the legs upon exertion and he has arterial disease was seen by interventional radiologist and he is scheduled for intervention after few weeks.

The patient came today as a followup after he fell down causing laceration of the scalp and wound has healed completely and there is no bleeding or pain.
The patient also came today as a followup for iron deficiency anemia and he is scheduled for intravenous iron later on today by hematologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, open wounds of the feet, loss of balance, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 10 mg once a day, enalapril 20 mg twice a day, and metoprolol 25 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient also has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on glipizide 5 mg once a day, metformin 1000 mg once a day, and Januvia 100 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.

All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, tremors, or open wounds.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance but the gait is slow.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the lumbar soft tissues bilaterally and straight leg raise test is painful and lumbar flexion is painful at 90 degrees.
HEENT: Examination reveals healed scalp laceration.
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
